Robert “Bob” Ellis Flaherty, age 89, of Chelsea, passed away on May 29,
2023.

Bob was an accountant for Blount Construction
Company for the majority of his career. He was a project accountant on many
jobs including the Hannibal Lock on the Ohio River, and the Superdome in
New Orleans, Louisiana. The family moved back to Montgomery and Bob
assumed the role of internal auditor on jobs in Iran, King Saud University in
Riyadh, Saudi Arabia, and numerous jobs in the US. Blount Construction
Company was acquired by Caddell Construction Company in 1994 and after a
few years with Caddell, Bob retired in 1996. 



Bob loved jazz music, traveling, tennis, Auburn football and basketball, and
spending time with his grandchildren. Bob and Sue traveled to numerous
countries in his retirement. He loved playing in various tennis leagues in
Montgomery and Birmingham.
